Sales of Chickens Increasc: All chickons sold from farms in 1949 numbered
446,294,000 == 12 percent more than in 1948 Of this number, 59 pcroent were young
chickens and 41 percent mature chickens, compared with half young and half mature’
in 1948. The average live weight of all chickens sold was 4.4 pounds camparcd with
4¢5 In 1948, Young chickens sold averaged 38 pounds compored with 346 in 19486
Mature chickens sold averaged 543 pounds, the same as-in 1948, )
