Survey respondents who reported acreage as not yet planted in Minnesota, Montana, North Dakota, and
South Dakota during the survey conducted in preparation fékdteagereport, released June 30, 2011
were recontacted in July to determine how many afsh acres were planted or still intended to be
planted. Acreage estimates in this report reflect this updated information.

Corn production is forecast at 12dlion bushels, up percent from 2010. If realized, this will be the third largest
production total omecord for the United States. Based on conditions as of Algyitlds are expected to average
153.0bushels per acre, up Rshel from 2010, and the fourth highest yield on record. Acreage planted for all purposes
is estimated at 92iillion acres,unchanged from the June estimate. Area harvested for grain is forecastraill@sh4

acres, down less tharpgrcent from June but uppgrcent from 2010.

Soybeanproduction is forecast at 3.@lion bushels, down ercent from last year. Based on Augusbnditions,
yields are expected to average 4dushels per acre, down Duishels from last year. Area for harvest in the United
States is forecast at 738llion acres, down less thanpkrcent from June and dowrpdrcent from 2010. Planted area
for the Nation is estimated at 7510llion acres, down fractionally from June.

Yield is expected to average 8@@unds per harvested acre, uppbdinds from last year. Upland cotton production is
forecast at 15.&illion 480-poundbales, down 1@ercent from 2010.

737,200bales, up 4@ercent from last year. Producers expect to harvesnSilédn acres of all cotton, down Jfercent

from 2010. This harvested total includes M38ion acres of Upland cotton and 287,58res of Pima ctidn.

All wheat production, at 2.08illion bushels, is down fpiercent from the July forecast and dowpescent from 2010.
Based on August 1 conditions, the United States yield is forecast diughels per aer up 0.6ushel from last month
but down 1.2ushels from last year.



Winter wheat production is forecast at 1.5@lion bushels, up slightly from last month and upetcent from 2010. The
United States yield is forecast at 4618hels per acre, up Odushel from last month but down &shel from last year.
