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'An estimated total of 9,482 million pounds of milk was produced in
February by milk cows on farms. This was about one-half of 1 percent more
milk than for the same month last year and 12 percent more than the February
1947-56 average. Total output declined slightly more than 3 percent season-
ally compared with a little less than 3 percent from January to February
last year and the average seasonal decrease of 2 percent. Production in
February was sufficient to provide 1.96 pounds of milk daily to each person
in the United States. This was 1 percent less than in February 1957 but
2 percent more than average for the month. Weather in the eastern and central
sections of the country was colder than usual during February, with blizzards
and heavy snow covering wide areas at least part of the month. In some
Southeastern States, shortage of feed and lack of housing for milk cows
tended to hold down milk production.

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March 1 rate continues high

Crop correspondents reported that milk cows in their herds produced
an average of 20.19 pounds per cow on March 1 -- 3 percent above the
previous high for the date established last year. Rate per milk cow was
at a record high for March 1 in all sections of the country. Compared
with the previous year, the rate increases varied from 1 percent in the
South Central States to 7 percent in the North Atlantic. Other regional
gains were 2 percent both in the East North Central and the West, 3 per=-
cent in the South Atlantic, and L percent in the West North Central.
Seasonally, milk production per cow rose 2 percent in the entire country
compared with an increase of L percent from February 1 to March 1 last
year and the average advance of 5 percent. Rate per cow increased slower
than usual in all regions except the South Atlantic States, where it
declined slightly more than usual from February 1 to March 1. Compared
with the March 1, 1947-56 average, the rate per cow this March 1, by
regions, was up from 18 to 26 percent.

High proportion milked on March 1

Nationwide, crop reporters indicated that 7L.l percent of the milk
cows in their herds were milked on March 1. This compared with 72.6 per-
cent reported on the same date last year and the March 1 average of 68.4
percent. The proportion of cows milked showed gains from the year earlier
and average in all regions. The percentage milked on March 1 was higher
than on February 1 in all sections of the country except the South, where
a slight seasonal decline occurred.

Among the 35 States with monthly milk production estimates available,
February output exceeded the record high for the month in 7 States in-
cluding the heavy milk producing States of Wisconsin, Minnesota, Pennsylvania,
and California. Wisconsin led all States in February milk production with
1,400 million pounds, followed by Minnesota with 875 million; New York,
725 million; California, 689 million; and Pennsylvania, 495 million pounds.

Freshening rates change little in 1957

In three important dairy Stastes -- Michigan, New York, and Wisconsin --
the proportion of milk cows freshening by months in 1957 changed slightly
from the previous year. The number freshening per 100 milk cows was higher
than in 1956 in January, April, May, and June, but was the lowest on record
in February and March. Compared with the freshening rates in the last half
of 1956, July showed no change, but the percentage was lower than for the
previous year in August, September, and October. The proportion of milk
cows freshening in November and December exceeded that of the year earlier,
and was near the record high for these respective months. In general, the
proportion of milk cows freshening during the first and third quarters of
1957 was lower than in the previous year, but higher in the second and about
the same percentage in the last quarter. Compared with the 1951-55 average,
freshening rates in 1957 were lower in February, March, August, and September,
but higher in May, June, July, October, November, and December. Percentages
of milk cows freshening in January and April equaled the S-year average.

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CONCENTRATE RATIONS FED TO MIIK COWS, 1957

Grain and concentrates fed to milk cows on farms in the United States totaled
19,916,000 tons in 1957. This was L percent more than in the previous year and the
1argest quantity fed to milk cows in any year since records were begun in 1931.

Nearly 92 percent, 18,298,000 tons, was fed on farms where milk or cream was sold
while the remaining 8 percent, or 1,648,000 tons, was fed on farms where milk was
produced for home use only. More grain and concentrates were fed in 1957 than in the
previous year in all regions of the country except the North Atlantic. Wisconsin led
a1l States in the amount of grain and concentrates fed with a total of 2,356,000 tons.
Nther leading States included New York with 1,450,000 tons; Minnesota, 1,3lL,000 tons;
and Pennsylvania, 1,097,000 tons.

Anmual feeding rate at new high

The quantity of grain and concentrates fed to milk cows on farms averaged 1,945
pounds per cow in 1957. This was an increase of about 7 percent from the previous
record high set a year earlier. The annual feeding rate per milk cow varied consider-
ably by regions in 1957, from a high of 2,208 pounds of grain and concentrates in the
North Atlantic to 1,641 pounds in the South Central. Feeding rates in other regions
averaged 2,136 pounds in the East North Central, 1,998 pounds in the South Atlantic,
1,875 pounds in the West, and 1,812 pounds in the West North Central. Compared with
the previous year, gains in the East North Central, South Central, and Western regions
exceeded the average increase for the entire country. Among the States, feeding rates
per cow in 1957 ranged from a little more than one-half ton in Nevada to nearly 2 tons
in Florida, where citrus pulp was fed in large quantities. Other States where heavy
feeding of grain and concentrates occurred were New Jersey, with 2,540 pounds;
Pernsylvania, with 2,330 pounds; and Rhode Island, with 2,310 pounds.

The amount of grain and concentrates fed to milk cows in dairy reporters' herds
averaged 6.9l pounds daily during 1957. This compared with the previous high of 6.77
pounds daily in 1956 and 19L6-55 average of 6.12 pounds. The annual average of daily
quantities of grain and concentrates fed on the first of the month in 1957 was at a
record level in all regions except the South Central, where it was down from the high
reported the previous year. Grain and concentrates were fed to milk cows in dairy
reporters' herds at a record high rate on the first of each montr, in 1957 except on
May 1, when the amount was 1 percent less than the record for the date set a year
earlier. The amount of ration fed on the first of each month from January through
April ranged from 2 to L percent above the same months in 1956. The June 1 rate
exceeded that of the year before by 1 percent, and the quantity fed on the first of
each month in the remainder of 1957 was up 3 to 5 percent from the corresponding dates
of the previous year.

More concentrates fed per hundredweight of milk produced

Farmers fed an average of 31.6 pounds of grain and concentrates per hundredweight
of milk produced on all farms -- L percent more than in 1956, The feeding rate on
farms selling milk and cream in 1957 averaged 31.2 pounds per hundred pounds of milk,
or 3 percent more than in the previous year and the 1946-55 average. The quantity fed
per 100 pounds of milk ranged from a high of over LO pounds in the southern regions to
a low of about 25 pounds in the West, with all sections of the country showing in-
creases from 1956. Seasonally, the amount of grain and concentrates fed per hundred-
weight of milk in 1957 varied from 37 pounds in both January and December to 22 pounds
in June. When compared with 1956, this feeding rate showed no change in January, then
increased monthly up to 9 percent higher by July, but dropped back to the 1956 level in
Novenber and December.

Composition of rations shows little change

The composition of the rations fed to milk cows in dairy reporters' herds changed
slightly from 1956. The use of corn and commercial mixed feeds in dairy rations
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showed some gain, but the proportion of oats included in the concentrates decreased,
The percentage of each kind of feed fed to milk cows in 1957 was corn, 32 percent;
commercial mixed feed, 29 percent; oats, 22 percent; barley and wheat millfeeds, 3
percent each; soybean or soybean meal, 2 percent; wheat and linseed meal, about 1
percent each; and all other kinds, 7 percent., Corn and small grains continued to make
up over three-fourths of the rations fed in the North Central regions, while com-
mercial mixed feed accounted for well over one-half of the concentrates fed in the
North Atlantic States and the West. Corn and commercial mixed feeds were the pre-
dominant kinds fed in the South,

Less homegrown' feeds in ration

Dairy reporters indicated that 19.0 percent of the grain and concentrates fed to
their milk cows in 1957 was grown on their own farms. This compared with 50.6 percent
reported the previous year and 52.1 percent for 1955. Nearly three-fourths of the
total concentrates fed in the Fast North Central States was homegrown, and two-thirds
in the Vest North Central. Homegrown feeds represented 32 percent of the total fed in
the South Central region, 28 percent in the South Atlantic, 26 percent in the North
Atlantic, and 16 percent in the West. As usual, farmers in the important grain
producing States of the North Central regions fed higher proportions of homegrown corn
and oats than those in the other sections of the country. The percentages of home-
erown corn and barley fed to milk cows in the entire country decreased from 1956, but
oats showed a slight gain. The proportion of the ration that was homegrown varied
considerably by States, ranging from 1 percent or less in California, Florida, and
most of the New England States to 80 percent or more in Iowa and North Dakota. The
proportion homegrown exceeded 75 percent in several other North Central States.

Value of rations same as year earlier

In 1957, the value per 100 pounds of grain and concentrates fed to milk cows
averaged #3.00 -- the same as a year earlier, which was the lowest since 19L5. Com-
pared with 1956, higher ration values for the months of January through May were off-
set by lower costs in the later months of the year. The annual average value per
100 pounds of concentrate rations ranged from a low of #1.78 in North Dakota to a high
of #.02 in Connecticut. The average value per hundredweight of rations fed in milk-
selling areas of the country was %3.05 and in cream-selling areas %2.61. The average
value was unchanged from 1956 in areas selling milk but down 6 cents in those
selling cream.

The value of rations fed per 100 pounds of milk on farms where milk and cream
were sold averaged Sl cents in 1957. This was 3 cents more than the 1956 average,
but 8 cents less than the 1O-year average. The cost of the ration was higher than in
1956 from January through September, the same in October, but lower in November and
December,

Price ratios advance in 1957

The milk-feed price ratio averaged 1.40 in 1957. This was an increase of 3 per-
cent from the previous year and the highest annual average since 1945, when it was
1.42. Monthly milk-feed price ratios exceeded those of the corresponding dates in
1956 in all months except February and May. Ratios in these months equaled those of
the year earlier. In 1957, the butterfat-feed price ratio averaged 22,7 -- a gain of
2 percent from the previous year and the highest average since 1949, Butterfat-feed
price ratios lagged behind those of the corresponding dates of. 1956 in the months of
January through April. Higher ratios in the remaining months of 1957 resulted in a
more favorable ratio for the entire year. The higher butterfat-feed price ratio in
the West North Central States in 1957 more than offset steady or decreasing ratios
from the previous year in other sections of the country.
