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Milk cows in the United States produced an estimated 11,168 million pounds

of milk in April. This is 1 percent more than in the same month last year and

. 3 percent more than the April average for 1950-59. Production increased 3 per-
cent from March to April -- about the same seasonal gain as a year earlier but
less than the 10-year average increase of 5 percent. Milk output in the first k4
months of 1961 totaled 41.3 billion pounds, compared with 41.1 billion pounds in
January-April last year. On May 1, milk production per cow in herds kept by
crop reporters averaged 2U.17 pounds -- approximately 3 percent above the previous
record high for the date set last year.

Condition of dairy pastures was reported at 85 percent of normael on May 1.
This is 1 point below the unusually good condition a year earlier, but 3 points
above the 1950-59 average for the date. During April, pasture growth was slowed
by cool temperatures, which averaged 2 to 6 degrees below normal for the month in
most of the Nation. April precipitation provided ample soil moisture in the
eastern third of the country, but dry soil contributed to the decline in pastures
in many western areas.

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production up 1 percent from April 1960

Milk cows in the United States produced an estimated 11,168 million pounds of
milk in April. This is 1 percent more than in the same month last year and 3 percent
more than the April average for 1950-59. Production increased 3 percent from March
to April -- about the same seasonal gain as a year earlier but less than the 10-year
average increase of 5 percent. Milk output in the first 4 months of 1961 totaled
41.3 billion pounds, compared with 41.1 billion pounds in January-April last year.
Milk production was equivalent to 2.0k pounds per person daily in April -- nearly the
same as in that month of 1960 but 8 percent below the April average.

In the 36 States where monthly estimates are available, milk production reached
record highs for April in 8 States-- New York, New Jersey, Pennsylvenia, Minnesota,
Virginia, Idaho, Utah, and California. On the other hand, output was at a record low
for the month in 8 States -- Illinois, West Virginia, Alabama, Arkansas, Oklshoma,
Texas, Montana, and Colorado. Wisconsin was the leading milk producing State with
1,682 million pounds, followed by Minnesota with 1,030 million, New York with 976
million, and California with 724 million pounds.

May 1 rate at record high

On May 1, milk production per cow in herds kept by crop reporters averaged 24.17
pounds -- approximately 3 percent above the previous record high for the date set
last year and 19 percent above the 10-year May 1 average. Output per cow increased
5 percent from April 1, compared with the usual seasonal gain of 7 percent. Milk per
cow on May 1 was above that of the same date last year in all regions except the
North Atlantic and East North Central, where rates showed little or no change. Crop
reporters milked 79.8 percent of the cows in their herds on May 1, compared with 77.2
percent on April 1 and T79.1 percent on May 1 last year. The proportion of cows
milked increased from April 1 in all sections of the country.

Dairy pastures good but developing slowly

Condition of dairy pastures was reported at 85 percent of nmormal on May 1. This
is 1 point below the unusually good condition a year earlier, but 3 points above the
1950-59 average for the date. Dairy pasture condition increased 1 point from April 1,
compared with a usual seasonal increase of 9 points during the month. During April,
pasture growth was slowed by cool temperatures, which averaged 2 to 6 degrees below
normal for the month in most of the Nation. April precipitation provided ample soil
moisture in the eastern third of the country, but dry soil contributed to the decline
in pastures in many western areas.

Southern pastures average or better

In the South Atlantic region, reported condition of dairy pastures on May 1 was
cqual to the 10-year average for the date. However, in central and southern Floride,
soil moisture was becoming short. In other South Atlantic areas, heavy rains in the
first half of April satureted the soil, but cool April temperatures slowed pasture
growth. After an unusually good start during March, condition failed to make the
usual seasonal gain from April 1 to May 1. Pasture feed for dairy herds was con-
siderably above average for May 1 in the South Central region. Pastures are generally
good throughout the region except in south-central Texas where soaking rains are
needed. In the remainder of the region, soil moisture is generally adequate for
improved pasture growth.

Good pasture prospects in northern areas

In the North Central area, prospects for dairy pastures continue above average
although growth was slowed by cool temperatures during April. Rain is needed in the
Plains States to replace soil moisture depleted by drying winds in April. Other
North Central areas have ample soil moisture for rapid pasture growth with warmer

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INTERSTATE MOVEMENT OF DATRY CATTLE,
SELECTED STATES, 1960

Net inshipments of dairy cattle into the 11 Northeastern States in 1960 were up 7
percent from 1959 and the highest since 1951. Inshipments from Canade were well below
the 1949-58 average, but still accounted for about one-fourth of the total shipped into
the Northeast in 1960. Dairymen in the Northeastern area culled the lowest proportion
of their milk stock since 1957. In California, inshipments showed a small gain from
the previous year, but otherwise were the lowest since 194%k. Wisconsin outshipments
were down sharply in 1960 from the high level of the preceding 2 years.

Northeast inshipments highest since 1951

The Northeastern States of Maine, New Hampshire, Vermont, Massachusetts, Rhode
Island, Connecticut, New York, New Jersey, Pennsylvania, Maryland, and Virginia
received a total of 110,000 head of dairy cattle shipped into the 11-State area in
1960. This was 2 percent more than in the year earlier and was well above the
10-year average.

In 1960, Pennsylvania continued as the leading importing State in the North-
eastern part of the country. Shipments into the State totaled 22,650 head, but were
I percent less than in 1959. New York ranked second in 1960 with 22,179 head -- 20
percent more than in the preceding year and 66 percent more than in 1958. New Jersey
replaced Massachusetts as the third ranking State by importing 18,204 head in 1960,
while Massachusetts received 15,322 head. Imports in other ranking States included
Vermont with 7,891; Connecticut, 7,644; and Maryland, 6,554 head.

Larger shipments from Canada, smaller from Great Lakes States

Canadian cattle shipped into the 11 Northeastern States totaled about 26,700 head
in 1960. This was an increase of 6 percent from the previous year, but was 7 percent
less than in 1958. New York was the leading importer of Canadian cattle into the
Northeast in 1960. New York inshipments totaled 10,800 head -- 4 percent less than
in 1959 but 53 percent more than in 1958. Vermont was second in 1960 with 4,411 head,
of which 19 percent of these Canadian imports were reshipped later to other States.
Pennsylvenia ranked third with 4,027 head, followed by Massachusetts with 2,351 head,
and New Jersey with 1,784 head.

The Great Lakes States of Ohio, Michigan, Wisconsin, and Minnesote shipped 29,100
head of dairy stocks into the Northeastern area in 1960. Shipments from the L-State
area were down 2 percent from the record high of the previous year. Wisconsin
supplied 86 percent of the L-State total in 1960. New Jersey received 37 percent of
the Great Lakes shipments, followed by Pennsylvania with 28 percent and New York
with 19 percent.

California inshipments below average

California received nearly 26,600 head of dairy cattle from other States in 1960.
This was an increase of 1 percent from the previous year but otherwise the lowest
number imported since 194k. Utah supplied 39 percent of the totsl inshipments in
1960, while Idaho furnished 19 percent and Colorado, 17 percent.

Northeast outshipments down from last year

Outshipments from the 11 Northeastern States totaled 58,600 head in 1960 -- 2
percent less than in the preceding year but 1 percent more than in 1958. New York
and Vermont accounted for LO percent of the total outshipments in 1960. Outshipments
were higher than in 1959 in Massachusetts, New York, New Jersey, and Virginia, but
these increases failed to offset smaller numbers shipped out of other Northeastern
States.
