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National Weather Summary
July 11-17
HIGHLIGHTS: Heat describes what most of the U.S. inches of rain soaked Newport News, Va.; although

felt. Temperatures soared 6 to 9° above normal
from southwestern Kansas through Iowa to portions
of Ohio. One hundred degree readings were common
east of the Rockies.

This warm, moist air resulted in extensive
thunderstorm activity throughout the week. Heavy
downpours dumped several inches of rain on many
points. By week's end, large amounts of rain con-
tinued to fall in southern Wisconsin and northern
Illinois.

A line of strong thunderstorms began the week
for the central Great Plains and middle Mississippi
Valley. Monday morning showers persisted over the
middle Atlantic Coast, lower Ohio and upper
Mississippi Valleys, and Gulf Coast. By evening,
heavy thunderstorms drenched the middle Atlantic
Coast States southward to Florida. More than three

the precipitation helped, most parts of North
Carolina remained very dry. Raleigh continued dry
after its driest June ever. Thunderstorms rumbled
over the area where Tennessee, Arkansas, and
Missouri meet.

Columbia, S.C., sweltered through its sixth con-
secutive day over 100° while Athens, Ga., set a
record of 23 days without break of 90° or more.

Slow-moving thunderstorms soaked portions of
Pennsylvania on Tuesday; more than four inches fell
in some parts. Further east and later in the day,
rain fell heavily in eastern Pennsylvania, New
Jersey, Delaware, and Maryland, Another band of
violent storms raced through the middle Atlantic
area including the Washington, D.C. and Baltimore
vicinities. Other thunderstorms hit the Southeast
and Gulf Coast.
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A cold front advanced eastward on Wednesday
triggering heavy thunderstorms over New England.
Another cold front set off thunderstorms across the
southern portions of Indiana and Ohio and the
northern reaches of the Virginias; a large amount
of rain also fell just south of Richmond, Va.

Tornadoes, hail, and heavy rains struck parts of
the Dakotas and Minnesota, Intense thunderstorms
also appeared over the Carolinas and were scattered
over the Deep South. Isolated showers dotted the
Rocky Mountains.

Thursday began rather calmly, but broke into
severe weather by aftermoon. A rank of strong
thunderstorms marched over the upper Mississippi
valley, and extended through the central Plains to
the central Rockies. Hardest hit by tornadoes and
hail were western Wisconsin and southeastern
Minnesota. Hail peppered points in Wyoming and
Minnesota while two inches of rain splashed down in
southeastern Nebraska, Other thunderstorms were
felt in the Southeast, Louisiana, and the Texas
Coastal areas.

It was hot and humid on Friday from the southern
Plains to the Atlantic Coast south of a stationary
front. Temperatures leaped to record levels at
many points; Detroit's 102° was its first reading
in triple figures since 1936.

Thunderstorms boiled up in the afternoon heat.
There was early precipitation over Florida and the
Gulf Coastal States. Later in the day, tornadoes
were sighted in Florida and Mississippi where hail
also fell, Belvidere, in northern I1llinois, was
jnundated by more than seven inches of rain in

3 1/2 hours. Early evening thunaerstorms Criss-
crossed from North Dakota to Florida and north-
western Arizona to New England.

That stubborn high pressure system from the
Atlantic Coast to southern Texas kept the air hot
and damp from the Plains eastward to the ocean.
Many record temperatures were notched; one hot spot
was Philip, S. Dak., which sweltered through 109°.

Sunday morning's heaviest rain gave the South
Carolina coast three inches and Dubuque, Iowa, two
inches. Once again, thunderstorms pounded many
areas east of the Rockies. The Birmingham, Ala.,
area was clipped by a damaging tornado and hail;
some flooding added to the problem. Late Saturday
reports revealed some showers west of the Rockies
and four inches of rain in less than two hours in
northeastern Iowa.

Heat held the center of attention on Sunday.
Every State reported a reading in the 90's and
called in a reading of at least 95° except Florida
and States in the Pacific Northwest, Great Lakes
area, and New England.

The first half of Sunday showed thunderstorms
from the central Plains across the upper Mississippi
Valley and central Great Lakes. The intensity
jncreased in the middle Mississippi Valley by mid-
day. Other storms covered the Gulf Coast through
Florida, and a few showers were scattered in the
central Rockies and the Southwest. The severest
weather accompanied the darkness in the upper
Midwest and lower Great Lakes; golfball-size hail
tattooed northeastern Minnesota and wandered as far
as southwestern Ohio,
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National Agricultural Summary
July 11-17

HIGHLIGHTS: Rains provided needed moisture to

"many areas of the Corn Belt, parts of the South,
and along the Atlantic Coast. Unusually high tem-
peratures blanketed much of the Nation; but timely
rains kept most of the corn in good condition.
Corn was in the midst of the highly important
silking stage. Cotton set bolls and rated fair to
good. A small acreage of. soybeans remained to be
planted; the crop was setting pods. Winter wheat
harvest advanced to 88% complete. Crops were in
generally good condition except in the southeastern
part of the country; in this area, corn was in
poorest condition followed by soybeans and cotton.
Rains could help most southeastern crops except
corn. Soil moisture rated short in the West and
short to adequate elsewhere. High temperatures
rapidly depleted soil moisture supplies. Pastures
rated poor to fair in the West and South; fair to
good elsewhere.

SMALL GRAINS: The Nation's winter wheat crop was
88% harvested, surpassing the 86% reached last
year and the 84% average. Combining was almost
complete through Nebraska. Most of the winter
wheat to be harvested was from Colorado northward
into Montana where farmers only began cutting the
crop and in the Pacific Northwest. Southern Great
Plains farmers worked wheat stubble.

Farmers harvested oats in the major production
area. Combining ranged from 90% complete in Iowa
to 45% in South Dakota, 17% in Minnesota and 3% in
Wisconsin. North Dakota farmers swathed oats,
about two weeks earlier than normal. Harvests in
all major producing States were ahead of normal.

Spring wheat combining ranged from 54% in
South Dakota to 5% in Minnesota. North Dakota's
spring wheat headed and the Montana crop turned
color. Harvest was well ahead of normal.

CORN: Corn harvesting was underway in Florida, in
. the dough stage in southern areas, and silking
throughout the Corn Belt. The crop rated poor to
fair in most of the South from Louisiana eastward;
elsewhere corn rated good and was excellent in
some areas of the Corn Belt. Eastern North Central
States rain helped protect the crop from excessive
heat. Silking ranged from 30 to 40% in Michigan,
Ohio and Wisconsin to 55% in Indiana and 91% in
Illinois. Normally silking ranged from 10% in
Wisconsin to 49% in Illinois.

Western North Central States silking ranged
from 38% in South Dakota to 75% in Iowa. The
normal silking rate ranged from 12% in South
Dakota to 40% in Kansas. The Corn Belt crop was
in the most important stage of development without
much stress reported except in Minnesota.

In the South Central States, almost half of the
Mississippi corn reached the dough stage, 41% of
Alabama's crop dented. Condition was poor to fair.

COTTON: Cotton rated fair to good, including the
seriously dry, hot southeastern production area.
Squaring was almost complete. Setting bolls
ranged from 91% in Georgia, 65% in Mississippi,
61% in Alabama, and 51% in Tennessee. Rains could
help cotton in South Carolina and Georgia. The
Oklahoma crop needed rain also. Some bolls opened

in Arizona; the California crop bloomed in the
San Joaquin Valley and set bolls in the desert.

SOYBEANS: The Nation's soybeans rated fair to
good in the north central States and most of the
South, but only poor to fair in ‘the southern
Atlantic Coast States. The crop needs moisture

in South Carolina, Georgia, and Florida. Soybeans
set pods and ranged from 25 to 40% set in the
eastern Corn Belt, 10 to 27% in the western Corn
Belt, and 6 to 16% in southern areas. The extreme
temperatures prevented beans from setting pods in
some of the hottest areas.

OTHER CROPS: Grain sorghum rated good with devel-
opment well advanced of most recent years. Texas
farmers harvested from the south central area
southward; dryland fields needed more moisture.

In other major States sorghum headed in Kansas 5%,
Nebraska 15%, South Dakota 6%, Missouri 35%, and
Oklahoma 20%.

Early Maine potatoes rated good; some of the
late fields appeared spotty. Half the Idaho
potatoes grew closed in the middle of the rows,
double last year's pace. Pacific Northwest potato
rows closed, and tubers were well formed.

Georgia peanuts rated fair to good; most of the
crop bloomed and 89% pegged, 5 points ahead of 1976.
The North Carolina and Virginia crops rated good.
Alabama peanuts scored fair; 61% pegged lagging
1976's 77%.

Rice rated good. Texas and Louisiana growers
began combining. Arkansas growers applied mid-
season nitrogen; heading began earlier than normal.
Mississippi's crop was 33% headed, far ahead of
1976's 9%.

FRUITS AND NUTS: The Nation's fruit growers

picked a wide variety of fruit depending on the
production area. Peach and apple picking spread
throughout the country. Tart and sweet cherry har-
vests advanced in northern areas. Growers also
picked plums, apricots, and grapes. The citrus
harvests were ending in Arizona, California, and
Florida. Rains improved Florida's citrus groves;

‘"new growth and late bloom were light in most areas.

VEGETABLES: Growers harvested summer vegetables
from all areas of the Nation. Crops included
sweet corn, snap beans, cabbage, squash, radishes,
lettuce, tomatoes, cucumbers, and melons. Pro-
ducers harvested processing peas in Wisconsin and
the Northwest. Growers in Florida, Arizona, and
Texas prepared land for summer and fall plantings.
California and Texas planters shipped a wide
variety of fresh market vegetables and California
producers started picking the processing tomato
crop.

PASTURES AND LIVESTOCK: High temperatures rapidly
dried grasslands. Pastures and rangeland rated
very poor to fair throughout the West and South
except Oklahoma and Texas. Elsewhere grasslands

- rated fair to good and generally showed some

improvement in the Dakotas. Producers in some
western States culled herds to match the carrying
capacity of the rangelands.

State Summaries of Weather and Agriculture

These summaries provide brief descriptions of crop and weather conditions important on

a national scale.

More detailed data are available in Weather and Crop Bulletins

published each Monday by SRS State offices in cooperation with the National Weather Service.

ALABAMA: Hot with scattered showers;
fall light to moderate most areas.
Fieldwork: 6 days suitable. Soil moisture very
short to short. Cotton fair to good; 94% squaring,
62% setting bolls, year ago 66% squaring and 19%
setting bolls. Corn poor to fair; 85% tasseled,
41% dented, 18% mature. Soybeans fair; most
planted, 27% blooming, 16% pods setting. Peanuts
fair, 61% pegging, 77% 1976.

USSR. Wet, cool weather that prevailed over much In South Africa, rainfall during June was normal in

of European USSR during June carried over into mid-
July. The grain harvest is well underway in the
southern regions-~North Caucasus, southern Ukraine,
and lower Volga Valley. Official Soviet figures
indicate 11.3 million hectares (9 percent of the
seeded area) had been cut by July 11 and 5.3 million
hectares were already threshed. Excellent yields
were reported, but the unusually wet weather

hampered the harvest in some areas, and may adversely

affect grain quality. Wet weather also increased
lush grass growth, but excessive moisture interfered
with haying; hay quality suffered in some areas.
Row crop prospects were quite favorable throughout
most of European USSR, although frequent rains in
some areas interfered with timely field work. 1In
the principal spring wheat regions of western
Siberia and North Kazakhstan, rains improved pros-
pects for the spring wheat crop, but estimated soil
moisture was well below normal over much of the
area. Timely rains will be needed throughout the
remainder of the growing season to insure normal
crop development,

ASIA, Crop development continued favorable through-
out the northeast of the People's Republic of China,
an important spring wheat, soybeans, and coarse
grain region, Heavy rains that continued into mid-
July greatly improved moisture in the North China
Plain eliminating stubborn drought pockets that had
persisted through much of June. The heavy rains,
however, may have interfered with the winter grain
harvest in some areas, Rainfall was generally
abundant--even excessive in some places with local-
ized flooding=~in the rice-growing areas south of
the Yangtse River., Early rice harvest got under-
way in- the extreme southern regions, In India,

the sluggish monsoon season in the first half of
June gained momentum in the latter half of the
month and covered nearly all areas of the country
by early July., Cumulative rainfall from June 1 to
July 13 was normal or above in weather zones which
accounted for approximately 80 percent of fall-
harvested cereal production in 1976, Monsoon ac-~
tivity over the past six weeks boosted the sowing
of fall-harvested crops--a normal fall harvest is
foreseen except in Uttar Pradesh and northern Bihar,
In Australia, most of the rainfall in June and the
first two weeks of July occurred along the coasts.
Precipitation was deficient over most of the prin-
cipal grain areas except Victoria and the extreme
southern New South Wales. Precipitation was well
below normal in southwestern Australia; additional
rainfall was needed to complete winter grain
planting.

AFRICA, In North Africa--Tunisia, Algeria, and
Morocco--June rainfall was well below normal, and
the moisture deficiency continued into July. Al-
though temperatures were generally below normal in
June, normal summer temperatures prevailed in mid-
July. Pastures and unirrigated crops needed water,

the extreme south, but precipitation was well below
normal throughout the main agricultural areas.

SOUTH AMERICA. Temperatures were above normal in
the coffee-growing areas of Brazil during June and
through mid~July, posing no problems to the trees.
Precipitation, however, was well below normal
throughout the main agricultural states in the south
except Rio Grande do Sul, Brazil's southernmost
state. In Argentina, June precipitation was normal
over most of the grain belt, However, wheat plant-
ing in the west and southwestern portions of the
grain belt had not been completed by mid-~-July
because of a serious moisture deficit.

EUROPE, Crop prospects throughout western Europe
continued favorable through mid-July. The cool,
wet spring which continued through most of June
finally gave way to better growing conditions.
Crops developed rapidly in recent weeks and hay-
making was enhanced by more favorable weather.

June temperatures were cooler than normal in Spain:
precipitation was well above normal in northern
Spain causing some localized flooding caused by
heavy thunderstorms. Some crop damage was at-
tributed to the inclement weather. Southern Spain,
however, needed rain, especially in the extreme
southeast where unirrigated crops and pastures
suffered moisture stress. June rainfall was below
normal in northern Italy, but still adequate for
agricultural purposes. Unirrigated crops in
southern Italy, especially in Sicily, required
moisture, In eastern Europe, mid-July crop pros-
pects were favorable, However, below normal pre-
cipitation in June and the first two weeks of July
lowered soil moisture levels in some countries,
especially Hungary and Bulgaria, and frequent rains
will be needed throughout the growing season for
normal crop development, June rainfall was well
below normal in drought-stricken Greece where crop
production was staggered by a six-month dry spell.
A soaking rain was needed in Turkey's main agricul-
tural regions to prevent crop deterioration from
previous dryness,

NORTH AMERICA, Hot, dry weather broken only by
scattered showers, continued to hurt crops and
pastures from western Virginia southward into the
southeastern States. Timely rains improved the
crop outlook over most of the Corn Belt, Soil
moisture reserves were below normal over almost all
the Corn Belt, however, and continuing rains were
imperative if normal development was to be achieved.
Heavy moisture demands accompanied by the hot, dry
weather placed the corn crop under some moisture
stress throughout most of the Corn Belt. Despite
below normal moisture reserves in the spring wheat
regions of the northern Great Plains and the
adjacent Prairie Provinces of Canada, rains have
permitted normal or near normal crop development.
Prolonged drought adversely affected crop prospects
in southern Alberta although recent rains improved
somewhat the crop outlook,
