idwestern producers struggled amid wet conditions and

between storms to plant as much corn as possible.
Nevertheless, rain associated with two storm systems limited
Midwestern planting progress, while persistently cool weather
hampered corn emergence. Both storms also produced late-
season snowfall in the north-central U.S. and sparked scattered
severe thunderstorms from the eastern Plains into the
Southeast. In addition, cold weather slowed crop development
on the northern Plains and elsewhere across the nation’s mid-
section. In fact, freezes were noted on April 27-28 and May 2-3
as far south as northwestern Texas. In eastern Colorado,

Northwestern  temperatures  moderated
slightly but remained below normal,
maintaining concerns about the condition of
fruits and other crops.

Early in the week, unusually cold air trailed

a storm system departing the East. Across the nation’s mid-
section, daily-record lows for April 28 included 16°F in
Jamestown, ND; 18°F in Watertown, SD; and 27°F in Dalhart,
TX. Farther east, Eau Claire, WI, netted a daily-record snowfall
(3.3 inches) on April 28, while a trace of snow fell in Illinois
locations such as Peoria, Lincoln, Springfield, and Chicago. In
contrast, hot weather briefly affected southern California, where
daily-record highs for April 27 soared to 103°F in Santa Ana and
102°F in Fullerton. Meanwhile, Eastern daily-rainfall records for
April 28 reached 1.85 inches in Hartford, CT, and 0.91 inch in
Massena, NY. The following day, Bangor, ME (3.09 inches),
collected a daily-record rainfall for April 29. Farther south,
scattered frost dotted the Mid-South on April 29, when daily-
record lows dipped to 30°F in Vichy-Rolla, MO; 33°F in
Paducah, KY, and 35°F in Jonesboro, AR. The last day of April
featured daily-record lows of 26°F in Grand Rapids, MI; 30°F in
Bristol, TN; and 31°F in Asheville, NC. Farther west, however,
temperatures briefly soared to daily-record levels on April 30 in
Texas locations such as Lubbock (93°F), Midland (96°F), and
Childress (98°F). In Kansas, Dodge City (93°F) also noted a
record for April 30. Cool weather lingered, however, for several
more days in the Northeast, where records for May 1 included
24°F in Montpelier, VT; 28°F in Albany, NY; and 28°F in
Hartford, CT. Hartford also tied its record low for May,
previously established on May 4, 1985, May 7, 2001, May 9, 1956,
and May 10, 1947.

Historically, April was not extremely cold across the upper
Midwest; however, it was the coldest April since 1996 in La
Crosse, WI (46.3°F, or 2.1°F below normal). Wet conditions were
also a problem in the upper Midwest, where Waterloo, 1A (10.79
inches), shattered its April 1991 mark of 8.53 inches. Farther
south, March-April rainfall reached record levels in Arkansas
locations such as Gilbert (28.82 inches, or 354 percent of normal),
Mountain Home (25.46 inches, or 296 percent), and Calico Rock
(25.38 inches, or 283 percent). In contrast, January-April rainfall
in Texas totaled just 3.27 inches (41 percent of normal) in San
Antonio and 0.73 inch (17 percent) in Del Rio. It was the driest
start to a year in San Antonio since 1996, and the driest January-
April period in Del Rio since 1988. Meanwhile, the week began
and ended with significant severe weather outbreaks. On April 28,

more than a dozen tornadoes were spotted from Virginia southward
into Florida. The most destructive tornado of that outbreak (rated EF-
3, with estimated winds of 136 to 165 m.p.h.) cut a 22-mile swath and
injured approximately 200 people across southeastern Virginia from
near Suffolk to the Norfolk Naval Air Station. Later, on May 1-2,
preliminary accounts indicated that more than 90 tornadoes struck areas
from the eastern Plains to the Mid-South. On May 2, four deadly
tornadoes struck Arkansas (Benton, Conway, Van Buren, and
Pulaski Counties), causing seven deaths. Those were the nation’s first
tornado-related fatalities since March 15.

Toward week’s end, another surge of cold air blanketed the central and
western U.S. On May 1, Western daily-record lows included 7°F in
Stanley, ID, and 11°F in Eureka, NV. Some snow accompanied the
chill, with May 1 totals reaching 4.3 inches in Pocatello, 1D, and 0.4
inch in Grand Junction, CO. It was only the tenth observance of
measurable snowfall in May in Grand Junction, where records have
been kept since 1893. Much heavier snow blanketed the Black Hills of
South Dakota, where unofficial April 30 - May 2 totals reached 54.5
inches in Lead, 30.0 inches near Spearfish, 28.0 inches in Deadwood,
and 13.3 inches in East Rapid City. On May 2, East Rapid City’s 12-
inch total eclipsed its single-day snowfall record for May (previously,
10.8 inches on May 7, 1950). Elsewhere on May 2, cold weather
lingered across the interior Northwest, where daily-record lows in
Washington included 27°F in both Omak and Whitman Mission.
Meanwhile, a low of 28°F in Dalhart, TX, was a record for May 2.
The following day, additional records included 9°F in Laramie, WY;
16°F in Alliance, NE; and 24°F in Pueblo, CO. Elsewhere in
Colorado, Denver (21°F on May 3) posted its second-lowest
temperature on record in May, behind 19°F on May 3, 1907.

Warm, mostly dry weather prevailed in Hawaii, where Kahului, Maui
(0.03 inch, or 2 percent of normal), completed its driest April on record.
Meanwhile, Honolulu, Oahu, posted a daily-record high of 88°F on
April 27. Farther north, cold, occasionally wet weather prevailed in
Alaska, where weekly temperatures averaged more than 10°F below
normal in some western locations. Kodiak noted consecutive daily-
record snowfall amounts (totaling 11.8 inches) on April 26-27, followed
by 2.76 inches of rain during the first 3 days of May. Farther west,
Cold Bay posted consecutive daily-record lows (24 and 25°F) on May
2-3. Elsewhere in Alaska, Fairbanks closed the month with a daily-
record snowfall (3.4 inches) on April 30.

Weather and Crop Summary for the Mississippi Delta: Heavy, late-week rains have been a recurring pattern, but early-May
downpours were accompanied by severe weather. High winds, hail, and isolated tornadoes were reported throughout the Delta on
Friday, May 2. A large portion of the area received 2 to 4 inches of rainfall, but one northern location had over 5 inches for the week.
The timing of the rain has been favorable for most crops, but has caused some planting delays due to overly wet soils.

Corn: Twenty-seven percent of the Nation’s corn crop was planted by week’s
end, 18 and 32 points behind last year and the 5-year average, respectively. In
the central Corn Belt, Ohio Valley, Tennessee Valley, and central Great Plains,
producers gained momentum and were able to plant 20 percent or more of their
crop between rain showers, but remained well behind normal in most areas.
Elsewhere, farmers planted at a slower pace, awaiting warm, dry conditions to
resume fieldwork. Progress was the farthest behind normal from Missouri and
Ilinois northward. Producers were over 3 weeks behind schedule in Missouri
and about 2 weeks behind in Illinois, lowa, and Wisconsin. Major delays were
also evident in Minnesota, where only 8 percent of the crop was planted
(50 and 57 points behind last year and average, respectively). Recent soaking
rains and snowfall, along with below-average temperatures, contributed to the
delay. Tennessee Valley producers had 50 percent or more of their acreage
planted but also lagged the normal planting pace. Four percent of the national
corn crop had emerged, behind 12 percent last year and the 5-year average of 13
percent. With the significant planting delays, emergence was also delayed, with
nearly all States at or behind last year and normal.

Soybeans: Most major soybean-producing areas were 6 to 10 degrees cooler
than normal, keeping planting at bay for yet another week. Additional
precipitation during most of the week also kept producers out of fields. With
only 5 percent of the crop planted, nationwide progress lagged 3 points behind
last year and 9 points behind normal. Planting steadily progressed in the Delta,
where Louisiana and Mississippi producers had 56 percent of their acreage
planted by week’s end. This pace was ahead of last year and normal for
Louisiana farmers, but was slower than last year and normal for those in
Mississippi. In lowa, Illinois, Indiana, and Minnesota, progress was 11 points
behind the 5-year average, with producers in many of the northern areas of the
Corn Belt having not yet started planting.

Winter Wheat: Heading of winter wheat had occurred on 26 percent of the
planted acreage nationally, compared with last year’s 33 percent and the 5-year
average of 38 percent. From the Pacific Northwest eastward to northern
Great Plains, development was near normal but warmer weather will be
necessary as heading gets underway. In lllinois, Kansas, and Missouri, heading
was delayed by 25 points or more when compared with the normal pace.
Elsewhere, 75 and 56 percent of acreage in Oklahoma and Texas, respectively,
had reached the heading stage. Development in both States slightly lagged the
pace of the previous year and was less than a week behind the five-year average
pace.

Cotton: The Nation’s intended cotton acreage was 26 percent planted, 2 points
behind last year and 6 points behind the 5-year average pace. During the week,
progress was most active in Alabama, Arkansas, and Louisiana, where between
16 and 21 percent of each State’s intended plantings were seeded. In the Delta,
progress in Louisiana, at 68 percent, has advanced rapidly under mostly
favorable conditions this spring. Farther north, in Arkansas and Mississippi, the
pace has been much slower and is well behind normal due to abundant spring
rainfall. In California, cotton planting was nearly complete, the same pace as last
year and ahead of the average by 16 points. In the Southeast, Alabama and
Georgia producers were planting ahead of last year’s pace, but were 8 and
5 points behind normal, respectively.

Rice: Producers had planted sixty-one percent of the Nation’s intended acres,
behind the pace of last year and normal by 11 and 10 points, respectively.
California rice farmers had planted nearly half of their crop by week’s end. At
48 percent, the planting pace was the same as last year but 25 points ahead of
normal. In the Delta, planting was active between showers. In Arkansas and
Mississippi, however, the pace of planting (55 and 72 percent, respectively) was
behind last year and normal. Planting was also delayed (by more than a week) in
Missouri. Texas rice planting at 98 percent was nearly complete, ahead of last
year and normal. Nationally 31 percent of the expected acreage had emerged,
16 points behind last year and 19 points behind normal. As with planting,
emergence was well behind normal in Arkansas and Missouri, slightly behind in
Mississippi, but ahead of normal elsewhere.

Sorghum: Growers had seeded 29 percent of the intended U.S. sorghum
acreage by the end of the week, 2 points behind last year’s planting pace but
1 point ahead of normal. Planting was notably delayed in Arkansas, where
producers had planted 31 percent of their crop by week’s end (compared
with 85 and 71 percent last year and normal, respectively). Elsewhere in the
Delta, planting was 84 percent complete in Louisiana, 6 points behind last
year but 13 points ahead of the usual pace. On the southern Great Plains,
Oklahoma’s acreage was being seeded 18 points behind last year and 6 points
behind normal, while the pace in Texas advanced to 66 percent planted
(3 and 10 points ahead of last year and average, respectively). Planting in the
northern and central Great Plains had not yet gained the necessary momentum
to match or surpass the usual planting pace.

Small Grains: Spring wheat planting equaled last year’s pace, with
58 percent seeded, but lagged the 5-year average by 4 points. Even though
good progress was made during the week, planting lagged normal in all major
producing States except Montana and North Dakota. With only 19 percent of
the expected acreage seeded in Minnesota, producers were 45 points behind
their normal pace. Nationally, only 11 percent of the spring wheat acreage
had emerged, 6 points behind last year and 14 points behind normal. In all
States, crop emergence was behind the normal pace due to below-normal
temperatures during this and prior weeks.

Producers had planted 53 percent of the intended barley acreage, 7 points
behind last year and 5 points behind the 5-year average. Unfavorable
conditions left producers facing planting delays in all States, except North
Dakota. Half of North Dakota’s acreage was seeded, 4 and 5 points ahead of
last year and normal, respectively. Cooler-than-normal weather stalled
planting in the Northwest, while large amounts of precipitation and much
lower temperatures delayed planting in the northern Corn Belt. National
emergence, at 11 percent, was 12 points behind the previous year and normal,
respectively. Planting delays and unfavorable weather kept emergence behind
normal in all States, with the most significant delays in ldaho when compared
with last year and in Washington when compared with average.

Sixty-eight percent of the oat crop was planted, 7 and 13 points behind last
year and normal, respectively. Spring planting progress ranged from
23 percent complete in Wisconsin to 92 percent complete in Pennsylvania.
Major delays were evident in lowa, Minnesota, and Wisconsin. Three-fourths
of Wisconsin’s acreage would normally be planted at this time; yet, cool, wet
weather kept progress behind last year and normal by 50 and 54 points,
respectively. Progress in lowa and Minnesota was 45 and 47 points behind
the usual planting pace, respectively. National emergence of oats, at
39 percent, was lagging the usual pace of development in all States due to
planting delays. Nationally, emergence was 6 points behind last year
and 16 points behind the 5-year average. Emergence was the farthest behind
in lowa, Minnesota, and Nebraska, lagging normal by 56, 31, and 33 points,
respectively.

Other Crops: Fifty-four percent of the sugarbeet crop was planted by
week’s end, behind last year’s 77 percent and the 5-year average of 81
percent. The most severe delays were in the Red River Valley due to
continued cold weather, despite significant planting progress during the week.
Planting neared completion in Idaho and Michigan, 1 point ahead of the
normal pace in both States.

Ten percent of the peanut crop was planted, 3 points ahead of last year’s pace
and 1 point ahead of normal. Planting was active in all producing States
except Virginia, with progress at or ahead of the 5-year average pace in all
States except South Carolina and Virginia. Planting was most active on the
southern Great Plains, where at least 12 percent of the intended crop was
planted during the week.

ALABAMA: Days suitable for fieldwork 5.6. Topsoil moisture 4%
very short, 20% short, 75% adequate, 1% surplus. Corn 95% planted,
93% 2007, 90% avg.; 81% emerged, 78% 2007, 64% avg.; condition
0% very poor, 2% poor, 10% fair, 83% good, 5% excellent. Soybeans
23% planted, 22% 2007, 17% avg.; 9% emerged, 9% 2007, 3% avg.
Winter wheat condition 0% very poor, 0% poor, 10% fair, 62% good,
28% excellent. Percent of feed obtained from pastures 83%. Hay
harvested first cutting 21%. Livestock condition 0% very poor, 5%
poor, 30% fair, 62% good, 3% excellent. Pasture and range condition
0% very poor, 6% poor, 26% fair, 60% good, 8% excellent. A storm
system brought beneficial rainfall to most of Alabama during the latter
part of the past week. Temperatures across the state were cooler than
normal. Alabama producers spent time planting cotton and peanuts,
applying herbicides and fertilizers to corn and cotton, and preparing to
harvest winter wheat, and harvesting their first cutting of hay during the
past week. Alabama pasture conditions showed slight improvement
during the past week, but more rainfall was needed to allow for
additional growth. Livestock were reported in better condition, as more
nutritious feedstuffs have become available this spring.

ALASKA: Days suitable for fieldwork 3.0. Topsoil moisture 85%
adequate, 15% surplus. Subsoil moisture 5% short, 95% adequate.
However little to no fieldwork was done due to soil moisture conditions
and soil temperatures Fieldwork progress was reported as two days to
ten days behind normal. Hay 15% short, 80% adequate, 5% surplus.
Condition of livestock was listed as 5% poor, 25% fair, 45% good, 25%
excellent. The main farm activities for the week were preparing
machinery, ordering and spreading fertilizer, setting up irrigation
equipment. Many local greenhouses are now open for business.

ARIZONA: Temperatures varied across the State for the week
ending May 4, ranging from 6 degrees below normal to 6 degrees
above normal. No precipitation was reported at any of the 22 reporting
stations. There are no reporting stations with above normal
precipitation for the year to date. Cotton planting is 58 percent
complete, 10 percentage points behind the five year average. Small
grain acreage is at least 90 percent headed across the State. Alfalfa
harvest remains active on three-quarters of the State’s acreage. Range
and pasture conditions across the State remain mostly poor to good,
depending on location and elevation.

Rice emerged was
less than half of the emergence observed last year and at the lowest
level since 1999. Sorghum producers planted 18% of the crop last
week but were 54% behind the previous year and 40% behind the 5-
year average. Sorghum emerged was 54% behind 2007 and 38%
behind the 5-year average. Soybean planting was the only crop
planting to be within 10% of last year and the 5-year average. Winter
wheat headed increased 35%, the biggest increase of any crop stage.
Winter wheat was in mostly fair to good condition. There were reports
of horse deaths due to the severe weather last week, as well as some
poultry houses lost due to tornado activity. Livestock were in fair to
good condition. Some producers were fertilizing and spraying for
weeds in pastures and hay fields. Some farmers reported that they
have started to cut hay. Pastures were in mostly fair to good condition
as were alfalfa and other hay crops.

winter forage were being cut for silage and hay. Alfalfa second cutting,
baling was underway. Corn planting continued; cotton planting was
nearly complete. Rice field preparation, planting continued. Mustard
seed remained in full bloom. Sugar beet fields were growing well with
spring fields being harvested. Safflower fields remained in various
stages of growth. Grapes continued to leaf out; growers were taking
measures to control suckers. Growers were still assessing frost
damage that occurred to grapes and fruit trees in April. Fruit thinning
was still underway in some orchards. Vineyards and stone fruit
orchards were irrigated. Stone fruit harvest had begun. Brooks
cherries, Poppy and Tasty Rich apricots, April Snow and Super Lady
peaches, April Fire nectarines were being picked. Spring strawberries,
boysenberries, blueberries were still blooming; strawberry fields were
being harvested. Blueberries were near harvest; some growers were
covering their crops with netting to keep birds from eating the fruit.
Tangelos, grapefruit, lemons, Navel and Valencia oranges were
harvested. Citrus groves were still blooming, petal fall was nearly
complete in some areas. In some mandarin orchards netting was
applied to keep bees from cross pollinating trees. Irrigation measures
were increased in citrus groves to reduce stress, increase fruit set.
Olive bloom continued, some trees were forming fruit. Almonds were
progressing normally. Growers were closely watching their groves for
pests, some were initiating insect control measures. Many new almond
trees were expected to come into production this year. Blight and scale
treatments took place in walnut groves. Damage that occurred due to
freezing temperatures in April was still being assessed in walnut
groves. Irrigation continued in nut groves. Imperial Valley onion, sweet
corn harvests actively continued, while early melon harvest was about
ten days to two weeks from commencing. In Fresno County,
transplanting of bell peppers, tomatoes for fresh and processing
markets, melons continued. Peas, peppers, sweet corn, onions (red,
white, yellow), beans (green, fava, long), cucumbers, melons, summer
squash were reported to be in good condition, growing nicely.
Asparagus, broccoli harvests continued on the west side. Farmer’s
market crops such as amaranth, basil, bok choy, beets, leeks, kale,
greens, radishes, yams were being harvested. In Tulare County
harvest continued for squash, peppers. In Kern County, processing
tomatoes were growing well. Current vegetables harvested were
lettuce, carrots. In the Central Valley, fresh market and processing
tomato, cantaloupe, watermelon, bell pepper harvests continued.
Spinach harvest for the processing market was going strong while
asparagus harvest was winding down. In Sutter County, fresh market
onion harvest was going well with good quality reported. Other crops
being harvested were dehydrated onions, carrots, sweet corn,
artichokes. Radicchio packing continued. Accelerated deterioration,
browning of rangeland throughout the state was reported, resulting in
an increased need for supplemental feeding of cattle. Cattle weight
gains were reported as average to below average. Shipping of cattle to
irrigated pasture, higher-elevation pasture, and to market continued.
Sheep were grazing on retired farmland, alfalfa hay fields, rangeland.
Bees remained active in citrus, kiwi orchards. Movement of hives out of
almond orchards was completed. Placement of leafcutter bees near
alfalfa seed fields continued.

Based on Preliminary Reports
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In Ukraine, a slow-moving storm system spread light to
moderate rain (10-50 mm or more) across most areas,
interrupting corn, sugar beet, and sunflower planting but
providing generous topsoil moisture for spring-planted
crop emergence and winter grain development. In
Russia, several days of dry weather favored rapid spring
grain and summer crop planting.  Significant
precipitation (10-25 mm) was confined to spotty
locations in the south. Reports as of May 4 from Russia
indicated that spring grain planting was 38 percent
complete, while corn, sugar beets, and sunflowers were
50, 70, and 42 percent planted, respectively. Spring

grain planting was progressing ahead of last year's pace.
Weekly temperatures averaged near to slightly below
normal in Ukraine and the Southern and Volga Districts
in Russia and near to slightly above normal in Belarus
and the Central District in Russia. Adequate soil
moisture favored crop growth throughout most of the
region. Winter grains continued to advance through the
jointing stage in most areas but were likely in or nearing
the reproductive phase of development in areas adjacent
to the Black Sea. In cotton growing areas of Central
Asia, unseasonably warm, dry weather favored cotton
planting and emergence.
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\ EUROPE

Unsettled weather across most of the continent
contrasted with drier conditions on the Iberian
Peninsula. A pairofcold fronts generated light to
moderate showers (2-40 mm) from England and
France eastward into Poland and the Balkans.
The moisture was beneficial for heading winter
grains as well as emerging summer crops.
Meanwhile, dry weather returned to the Iberian
Peninsula, allowing planting of corn and
sunflowers to resume; in Spain, recent beneficial
rainfall eased the impacts of long-term drought
and significantly improved winter wheat
prospects. Temperatures averaged 1 to 4 degrees
C above normal across northern Europe's winter
wheat belt, promoting a faster-than-normal pace
of crop development. Current projections for
winter grains and oilseeds are much improved
over last year, when dryness, extreme heat, and
excessively wet harvest weather caused
significant yield and quality reductions.

\ SOUTH AFRICA |
For much of the week, dry, sunny weather
benefited corn and other maturing summer crops
across the corn belt. In addition, temperatures
rebounded from last week's freeze, although lows
generally stayed in the lower single digits degrees
C in traditionally cooler locations. At week's
end, rain (2-25 mm or more) developed over the
western corn belt, increasing moisture for winter
wheat germination. Elsewhere, showers (10-25
mm) likely hampered sugarcane harvesting in
southern Mpumalanga and KwaZulu-Natal.
Scattered, mostly light rain (isolated locations
receiving more than 10 mm) also fell throughout
Eastern Cape. In Western Cape, light to
moderate rain (5-20 mm) provided timely
moisture for wheat germination in key
production areas of the west. Unseasonably
heavy rain (locally exceeding 25 mm) also fell
throughout Northern Cape, increasing irrigation
reserves for crops and livestock.

This is the final weekly summary of the season;
coverage will resume in October.

Dry, hot weather prevailed across the region as crops
accelerated toward maturity. In southern Morocco, drought and
persistent heat (35-39 degrees C) lowered prospects for late-
filling winter grains; remote sensing data from early May
indicated that much of southern Morocco's winter wheat has
fared no better than the 2007 drought-afflicted crop. Dry
weather also prevailed in northern Morocco, although northern-

most wheat districts have benefited from recent timely rainfall.
Across the remainder of northwest Africa, dry, hot conditions
(weekly average temperatures 1-5 degrees C above normal)
reduced soil moisture and lowered expectations for filling
winter wheat and barley.

MIDDLE EAST |
Worsening drought continued to reduce crop prospects across
eastern growing areas, while showers eased developing dryness
in Turkey. In Iran, isolated showers arrived at week's end,
although most stations reported less than 5 mm of rain. Isolated
higher amounts (20-30 mm) were confined to the northern-most
districts, while little if any rain was reported along the Caspian
Sea coast. Overall, the precipitation was either too light or too
widely scattered to significantly improve Iranian winter grain
prospects, which have slipped considerably over the past 2
months due to a lack of rainfall. Showers also were observed (as

detected by satellite imagery) in northern and central Iraq,
although the rain was too late to benefit filling winter wheat and
barley. Mostly dry weather prevailed in Syria, Lebanon, and
Israel, where recent heat and expanding drought have been
extremely detrimental to winter wheat and barley. In contrast,
scattered showers and thunderstorms (5-30 mm) over Turkey
provided much-needed moisture for heading to filling winter
wheat and barley. However, winter grains in southeastern
Turkey were too advanced (filling to maturing) to benefit from
the wet weather.

| EASTERN ASIA |
The passage of a cold front brought widespread
rain to eastern China, benefiting crops. In
Manchuria, warm weather prevailed following a
cold start to the week (minimum temperatures
below freezing), while showers (10-50 mm)
continued to boost soil moisture for emerging to
vegetative grains and oilseeds. Rainfall (10-50
mm) prevailed across the North China Plain,
with the heaviest amounts occurring in
Shandong. Winter wheat progressed through
reproduction and with warmer weather
(maximum temperatures 30-35 degrees C), the
rain helped offset moisture losses due to
increased evapotranspiration. Showers (10-50
mm, locally more) in the Yangtze Valley and
Sichuan Basin favored filling winter rapeseed as
well as vegetative summer crops. Likewise,
rainfall (10-50 mm) to the south aided rice in
various stages of development between
vegetative and filling. Dry weather, however,
prevailed from Zhejiang to eastern Guangdong.
Temperatures 1 to 5 degrees C above normal
from Jilin to southern Hunan advanced crop
development but also increased crop-water
usage.

\ SOUTHEAST ASIA |
Monsoon rains and a tropical cyclone dominated
the weather throughout the region. Tropical
cyclone Nargis made landfall in the Irrawaddy
Delta of southern Burma (Myanmar) late in the
week. The cyclone reached peak intensity of
115 knots (Category 4) immediately prior to
making landfall. Reports indicated widespread
flooding, structural damage, and loss of life
throughout the Irrawaddy River Basin. In
Thailand, drenching rains (50-100 mm, locally
more) spawned by Nargis caused some flooding
and slowed the start of main-season rice
planting, but provided beneficial moisture to
corn while also increasing reservoir levels. The
rainfall(50-100 mm) extended into southern
Vietnam benefiting newly planted summer-
autumn rice. In northern Vietnam, by contrast,
mostly dry weather aided rice harvesting. In the
Philippines, monsoon showers (50-100 mm)
across the country increased soil moisture as
preparations progressed for the wet-season crop.
Soil moisture remained favorable throughout
most of the Philippines, with dryness limited to
mostly upland areas. InIndonesia and Malaysia,
seasonable rain (25-100 mm) maintained
favorable moisture levels for oil palm, with little
delay in harvesting.

\ AUSTRALIA |
Dry weather continued to prevail across
Queensland and northern New South Wales,
allowing cotton and sorghum harvesting to
progress rapidly and spurring early winter
wheat planting. In southern New South
Wales, Victoria, and South Australia,
scattered showers (2-20 mm) early in the
week helped condition soils for winter grain
planting. Despite this rainfall, repeated,
soaking rains are needed to help this region
recover from long-term drought. Wheat and
barley are typically planted in May and June
in southeastern Australia, but planting is
sometimes delayed until as late as mid-July
when the weather is abnormally dry.
Elsewhere, scattered showers (2-30 mm,
locally more) in Western Australia slowed
early winter grain planting but helped
increase topsoil moisture in northern
growing areas. Temperatures in Western
Australia averaged near normal, while
elsewhere across the wheat belt
temperatures averaged about 2 to 3 degrees
Cbelow normal.

Timely showers (10-25 mm or more)
continued in the main winter sorghum areas
of Tamaulipas, improving prospects of the
predominantly rain-fed crop.  Slightly
cooler-than-normal weather (temperatures
averaging 1-2 degrees C below normal)
lowered moisture demands and rates of
growth of sorghum, which is likely in
reproductive to filling stages of
development. Elsewhere, dry, seasonably
warm weather maintained favorable
conditions for dry down and harvesting of
winter wheat in the northwest. Dry weather
also continued across much of southern
Mexico, where farmers await the onset of
seasonal rains to plant non-irrigated
summer crops. Corn planting on the
southern plateau is usually in full swing
during May, although June is the peak
planting month for many states. Isolated
showers (locally greater than 25 mm) in
eastern sections of the southern plateau over
the past few weeks have likely spurred local
fieldwork.

Drier conditions
prevailed farther east, aiding maturation and
harvesting of summer crops, including late-
planted main-crop soybeans, in western Bahia
and Minas Gerais. Closer to the coast, the
dryness fostered development of coffee and
sugarcane, with rain (10-25 mm or more)
returning to eastern Bahia and Brazil's
northeastern coast later in the week. Coffee
harvesting usually runs from June through
August.

Cool, dry weather prevailed in most major
farming areas of central and northern
Argentina, promoting rapid harvesting of corn,
soybeans, and cotton. The exception continued
to be the northeast, where lingering showers (5-
25 mm, locally exceeding 50 mm) slowed
fieldwork from Entre Rios and central Santa Fe
to eastern Formosa. Freezing temperatures
returned to Buenos Aries, La Pampa, and
nearby locations in Santa Fe, Cordoba, and
Entre Rios, although most areas had already
received their first autumn freeze. According
to Argentina's ministry of agriculture
(SAGPyA), corn and soybeans were 55 and 67
percent harvested, respectively, as of May 1.
Cotton was 57 percent harvested. Winter wheat
planting typically begins in May in the major
production areas of central Argentina, but the
bulk of the crop is usually planted in June and
July.
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
